There are two sides to every story and | believe everyone deserves a second chance. Mitchell Askett of 'The
Bad Boy and the Doctor' is haunted by his past. Everyone judges him, not by who he has become, but by his
behavior caused by a series of bad decisions he made in the past. He's aching to make a new start for him, his
sister, and his niece. Mitchell takes his savings and buys into the Ellery Mountain Resort and rel ocates there.
He expects to be rejected, like he aways has been by everyonein hislife, except his sister and niece who
love him dearly. He tries to keep his distance from everyone; but fate intervenes, putting Dr. Liam Wolfe
directly in his path.

Mitchell can hardly believe how open the people arein Ellery. He's amazed that they don't hold his past
against him; they actually encourage his integration into the community, offering support he's never had
before. Mitchell is bewildered. At first, doesn't quite know how to react. He soon realizes that he loves the
people, especialy Liam, and the town; Mitchel finally has hope that things may be all right after all.

Once again we head to Ellery Mountain and the ever-growing population of gay men who end up inside this
small town. Thistime we are introduced to the man who will become the sole preoccupation of Dr. Liam
Wolfe. Mitchell Askett is no stranger to Ellery, having frown up there and coming from one of its wealthiest
families. However, time has not been kind to Mitch or his sister, leaving them both with addictions they must
grapple with, unfeeling parents and alovely child who happens to now be in Mitch’s care as he heads to the
very cabins of which heisnow half owner.

That’ sright, we finally meet the man who helped Daniel and his mother Brenda out by buying up half the
rights to their families luxury cabins. And while Mitch wants to become more than an owner on paper, his
little niece isterribly ill and he is plagued by demons from his past that may mean histime in Ellery will not
be the safe haven he desires most. When he and Liam meet thereis, as always, an instant attraction but Mitch
is so very aware of his shortcomings and tries his best to elude the persistent doctor. But Liam has a mind of
his own and he wants Mitch, flaws and all and is determined that Mitch at least give him a chance to be the
one thing that goesright in Mitch’s life—the one thing that stays and puts down roots.

As aways, we are talking instant attraction when we discuss these sweet little novellas written by RJ Scott.
In this case, | found the normal chase scene to land his man was written with greater restraint than usual. |
appreciated how flawed Mitch was and the sensitivity that the author used in writing about his addiction and
his genuine remorse over a past that was less than stellar by anyone’' s measure. The tenderness Mitch showed
for both hislittle niece and his ailing sister was heartfelt and had depth, giving us a keener sense of Mitch’'s
overal character.

Infact, it was Liam who | felt seemed a bit shallow. | came away from this story knowing little about him
other than the idea that he loved Mitch and wanted him to stay. All in al, this was awell-rounded
story—with a bit more depth than the previous one and characters that were finally not so easily fixed. The

In this fourth book we meet Liam — a doctor working at the town clinic and we also find Mitch — former bad
boy, drunk and trouble maker. Having lived in Ellery, when he was younger he returns to share ownership of
Ellery Cabins with Daniel and his mum Brenda. Mitch returns after changing hislife drastically along with
his twelve year old niece. Mitch takes care of Bobbie while Annabelle (his sister) isin rehab.

Despite Liam'’ sfirst hesitance towards Mitch and his own past, thereis an instant attraction between the two
guys and Mitch finds himself accepted by the gay friendly community of Ellery and the couple that lives
there.

Building a place for himself and Bobbie and his sister for when she comes out of rehab builds a solid
relationship between all the guys. We see the relationship between Liam and Mitch easily evolving into more
than just friends and you find situations where Mitch and Bobbie are making alifein Ellery settling in their
new house and life in general.

Annabdlleisjoining them in their home when she comes out of rehab and the parents — not totally surprising
— make objection about Bobbie living with both Annabelle and Mitch.

So what to say about the story? It reads good and flows nicely but it iskind of shallow...? | didn’t really feel
a connection with the characters whereas in the other stories | did. Liam and Mitch easily get together and
thereis not really abig adventure or sparkling way there.
