Hanna's crush on the strong, silent chief of police doesn’t get in her way when she decides to help
investigate the murder. Unfortunately, Sam (the chief), doesn’t much appreciate her help and triesto get her
to stay out of it —which of course, like any good amateur sleuth, she doesn’t.

Things| liked about the story: It’'s a decent cozy mystery, afast read and not too predictable.
The characters are fun and the premise believable. | loved Hanna s grandmother — such a wonderful
character. And the recipes at the end are pretty good too.

Things| didn’t like: Sam was allittle too taciturn, especialy after Hanna' s place was broken into and
ransacked. He didn’t bother to offer her comfort, or even offer to help clean up the mess. All he did wasttell



her to put a padlock on her door. Okay, he did set a deputy to watch her place, but his character just didn't
come across well for me. | realize thisis part of a series and the characters are still being developed, but |
just didn’t connect with him at all.

Recommendation: If you like quick, easy, doesn't take alot of brain cells cozy mysteries, thisis a decent
one. Though you don’t need to have read the first one in the series to know what’s going on, | recommend it
just to get some of the background. Still, overall, not abad read.

the offensive to protect her reputation as a pie baker. It's no surprise when the food critic is found dead in his
office, murdered by a serrated knife that was given as asampleto al of fair vendors by the cutlery man. So,
who in the group really took offense to the critical column?

Hanna sets out to clear her name and the names of her new fair friends. Going against the wishes of the
Local Police Chief and ex high school crush Sam, Hanna starts sticking her nose where it doesn't belong.

Grannie and her friends at Heavenly Acres make brief appearances throughout the book when they volunteer
to cover the fair booth while Hanna investigates. There were references made throughout that Hanna wanted
to fix Grannie up with the handsome knife man, but unfortunately the author never made that happen. It was
alittle disappointing to have that storyline left hanging.

It appears that this was the last book in the series published in 2012 - it would have been nice had the author
found a resolution to the relationship between Hanna and Sam. Overall agood series that | wish hadn't come
to such an abrupt end.
