Then both of their lives are turned upside down when it’s discovered that a
rogue wolf from Dean’s pack is holding one of Mitchell’slost brothers captive. The men find they have no
choice but to work together to save him. That's easier said than done since wolves and felines have never
gotten along. That doesn’t stop Dean and Mitchell for falling for each other and after one night of passion,
things change between them forever. But will duty and honor keep them from their happily ever after? If so,
will either man be able to recover from the loss?

Definitely the best of the "L ost Shifters" novels so far. | love the fact that Dean and Mitchell already have a
'thing' going on, on the down-low. It's all well and good having couples that are brand new to each other, but
there is something about reading about characters who have a history - whether good or bad - that sometimes
just hits the spot.

The themes in this one are kind of hard to deal with for those who may be sensitive, especially to non-con,
when dealing with a pair of minor characters. Nothing was overly detailed, although it was very obvious
what they had to go through 'behind the scenes.’ This makes for avery good and involved plot, but makes me
wonder exactly how well Stephani Hecht will be able to handle the character's after care and recovery.
