exciting and glamorous, and promises only to get better.

Then, on the day she turns thirteen, Ruby's producer shocks her by telling her that she's outgrown her part;
she's been fired! Reluctantly, she heads back home to California, where her little sister has grown old and
sullen, and her parentsinsist that Ruby take a break from her career and spend the rest of the year at home.

They actually want her to do chores and go to school, and refuse to let her audition for anything in LA. They
even insist on calling her "Rebecca instead of "Ruby."
