Set in a utopian atmosphere, a drastically different fairy tale laced with magical realism at its celestial best,
where you can picture this imaginary world — weaved out so beautifully by the legendary P. Padmarajan —
like a visual spectacle of a movie.

At first it might feel like a folklore story set in the early modern era, but soon it starts featuring things that
exist in the post modern era and the contemporary age like we saw in the movie 'Amen'. But unlike 'Amen'
which was completely rooted in Kerala, this happens in a totally fantasy world or say in another earth.

Told in a third-person objective perspective, it narrates the unlikely tale of a man who was destined to be
living statue for years — inside a heaven-like amusement park or a fun fort in the middle of a desert —
whose life take unexpected turns when a princess entires his life and how his submissive nature affects
himself and the people bossing around him forms the crux.

The genius of Padmarajan's narrative for this one lies in the way he blends reality and fantasy while
illustrating the materialistic approach of the modern mankind by creating a whole artificial world of his own.

And from the hearsay of an elderly friend who heard it straight from Padmarajan's wife, the idea of this story
germinated in Padmarajan's mind from the sight of a man standing like a statue in an amusement park during
one of their family vacations.
